open space is relatively limited so it is important to prioritize
and “put your best foot forward” on grant applications.

WHY RECREATION AND OPEN SPACE? Plain and
simple, we are blessed to live in a state that has one of the
world’s most unique natural environments. Our resources are
significant. Secondly, there is rarely a person who doesn’t feel
that recreation and open space are important. We all agree on
that one broad, but significant topic. An objective of any
thoughtful, joint planning process is to expand our area of
agreement to greater levels of detail that bring real tangible
results.

Some notable facts about the natural resources in this amazing
state:

e Michigan’s agricultural product diversity is second
only to California.

® On average, Michigan develops its land eight times
faster than its population growth.

® 17% of Michigan’s economy DEPENDS on our
natural resources (agriculture, forestry, mining,
natural resources tourism and recreation).

® Michigan is blessed with the Great Lakes which
contain an astounding 95% of the world’s freshwater
supply. If that isnt a magnificent privilege and
responsibility, I don’t know what is.

We see things happen around us, but it’s worth plainly stating
that preservation of open space and recreation TODAY is
necessaty. The cost of land that is vacant is a fraction of the
cost of developed land. As more large parcels of land are
removed from the market (developed or permanently
preserved for open space), undeveloped land becomes more
and more costly. There ate two consequences. It’s like saving
for retirement and capitalizing on compounding interest. The
longer you wait to get started preserving open space, the more
it costs to arrive at the same end point. Ultimately, the most
painful reality is that once land is subdivided and developed, it
is NEARLY IMPOSSIBLE to fund a treversal of that
decision.

Some key conclusions by the Land Use Council that relate to
the greater Harbor Springs area were of particular concern to
me. They noted that the state’s destination resorts,
PARTICULARLY THOSE IN THE NORTHERN LOWER
PENINSULA, are threatened by encroaching development
that conflicts with the rural character along travel corridors
that lead to them. Land use decisions, by nature of their
complexity, are incremental. The result is that change occurs
over time so that we just don’t “notice” what is happening
until it is too late.

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Joint Planning for Open Space and Recreation
by Danna Widmay, AICE, HARBOR, Inc. Executive Director

I've spent much time evaluating this topic at the direction of my
broad-based Board of Directors. The information contained in this
article is relatively new to me (and many of my Board members), but
not new to so many throughout the state who have been evaluating
this issue for well over a decade.

Various agencies document the need to collectively plan for recreation
and open space. In 1992, the Department of Environmental Quality
prepared the Michigan Relative Risk Project report. In 1995, the
Michigan Society of Planning prepared the Michigan Trend Future
Report. The State of Michigan responded to concerns and established the Michigan I.and Use Leadership
Council (a bipartisan committee) and in 2003 they prepared the MILULC Final Report. The data and
conclusions of this broad range of agencies are profound (full reports are available on-line and from the
agencies that prepared them). Michigan has also started to implement changes to state law to promote
change at the local level. It is now our responsibility to make more choices for ourselves. It is now time
to decide to do (or not do) what so many credible sources are suggesting is necessary.

WHY PLAN JOINTLY? We can and should consciously and thoughtfully evaluate how we currently
impact each other. Then, we must decide how we want to be impacted by others and how we want to
impact others. Finally, we must decide what financial and personal resources we are willing to commit.
Process is the key. Commitment of time with expectation of results that make a difference in the
appropriate use of land is necessary. It’s worth the effort to decide how to respectfully impact each other
and it is possible to objectively evaluate that impact in terms of dollars and quality of life. Some of the
profound facts about Michigan that should be considered:

® Michigan has over 1850 counties, cities, villages and townships empowered to plan and zone. The
number is second only to Pennsylvania. That means more and smaller jurisdictions than Texas and
California. The sheer number of governmental units making independent decisions has led to
conflicts and the lack of coordinated efforts.

@ Michigan has long been among the states with the largest number of appellate court decisions on local
planning and zoning issues (primarily land use disputes). These disputes result in added expense that
is more burdensome to smaller, local governments.

® Michigan property tax laws (the major support for local government) encourage competition for
development among local governments rather than encourage collaboration and cooperation.

e Michigan does not currently allow for impact fees for off-site improvements despite the fact that
changes in land use have a direct impact on the capacity of public facilities and services (most notably
roads). Additionally, due to the large number and small size of the jurisdictions in Michigan, land use
decisions in one community have a very direct impact on the cost of facilities and services in another.
That translates directly to money from our pockets.

Ultimately, an important reason to jointly plan is because we are then set up to jointly implement
important elements of the plan, if we choose. Currently, the available means for funding recreation and
